the Humber Valley contains surviving structures and archaeological
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Huntington Road stud farm “summer house” Humber River valley east of Huntington Road,
with bowstring bridge
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historical information is limited for the surviving farm buildings east of
Kleinburg

two sites have potential heritage value, especially the cultural landscape unit
of farmhouse and outbuildings, with mature tree windbreaks
