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FORUM 1 OUTCOMES

What was Forum 1 about?

The Forum 1 Visioning Workshop and Design Charrette was held on September 10, 2012 to kick-off the project
with the community, and present preliminary analysis and best practices in planning and urban design as they
relate to the Study Area and community planning. The event provided the opportunity to share information with
the community, to provide a forum for brainstorming ideas towards developing a vision, guiding principles, and
strategic moves to inform the development of the Vaughan Mills Centre Secondary Plan.

The first part of the event focused on developing a Vision, Guiding Principles, and key “Big Moves”. The second
half of the event included a Design Charrette to conceptualize and illustrate ideas on paper. Following the
Workshop and Design Charrette, each group reported their outcomes to the larger group.

The following presents a summary of the input received and the work produced during the Forum 1 event.
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GUIDING PRINCIPLES

Mixed-Use

Establish a mix of land uses that

fosters diversity, creates a pedestrian-
oriented environment, encourages social
interaction, while encouraging people to
live, work, and play in the area.

Urban Employment Hub

Create a unique and diverse employment
and commercial environment that is
vibrant, walkable, diverse, active, visible,
and accessible.

Natural Heritage
Conserve, restore, and enhance natural and
cultural heritage features and resources.

Quality of Place

Development should contribute to
creating a new identity, uniqueness, and
quality of place for Vaughan Mills Centre.

Walkable

Design for pedestrians as a priority, for

all seasons, and accessible to all. Prioritize
pedestrian movement, and ensure adequate
cycling facilities.

Mobility

The transportation network should support
a range of users including pedestrians,
cyclists, public transit, and private vehicles.
Create streets that are ‘complete’, and
designed for a variety of users.
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Housing Diversity

Provide for a diverse range of housing
options to support a variety of incomes,
family types, and age groups that allows
people to live in the Vaughan Mills Centre
area through all stages of their lives.

Integrated Public Realm

Ensure that new development is adequately
served by community public parks, urban
squares, recreational facilities, and other
community amenities.

Sustainable and Resilient

The development and evolution of
Vaughan Mills Centre should be socially,
economically, and environmentally
sustainable, making efficient use of
infrastructure, energy, and other resources.

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SUSTAINABILITY OPPORTUNITIES

Complete Streets

Support complete streets designed to enable safe,
attractive, and comfortable access and travel for all
users, including pedestrians, bicyclists, public transport
users and motorists of all ages and abilities.

Green Building

Create buildings that reduce environmental impacts
through energy and water conservation, and
resource-efficiency throughout a building’s life-cycle.

District Energy -
heat, hot water,
and electricity

Explore opportunities for community based
energy solutions such as district energy and
combined heat and power in Vaughan Mills

Centre.

Compact Development

Reduce development costs and use
infrastructure more efficiently through

higher density development which in turn makes
housing more affordable, and is more efficiently
served by transit and other community services.

Stormwater Management

Manage rainwater by reducing pavement and
providing more opportunities for infiltration such as
rain gardens and bioswales. Treat rainwater run-off
before it enters the water system.

Transportation Options

Allow for opportunities to use alternate modes of
transportation by providing a fully integrated multi-
modal transportation system.

Ecology and Green
Space
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Provide active green spaces that function as
public space, and support an environmental

function.

Community Destinations

Create community destinations that act as
anchors for urban centres with activity and
vibrancy.
